Sugarcreek Village Council met at a Special session on Thursday January 28, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. in council chambers with Mayor Jeremiah Johnson presiding.

Visitors: Dick Rausch, and Bev Keller.

Roll Call: Arlen Hostetler, Jeff Schrock, Jeff Stutzman, Clayton Weller, Linda Wilson, and Mick Fanning.

Rausch informed the council members that the quick meeting was due to a change in getting the grants mailed by February 1, 2010 deadline, instead of March 1, 2010.  The two grants were from W.E. Quicksall & Associates, from Natureworks Program for recreational improvements. And the second one was for Land and Water conservation fund for recreational improvements.  The talk was to make improvements to the Winklepleck Grove Park.  Work needs done at the grove at the main pavilion, with electrical, new roof, engineering fees, new concrete, and waterlines for hydrants, etc.  The first grant we will apply for $17,600.00 with 25% matching funds from the village.  The second grant we will apply for $75,000.00 with 50% matching funds.  Rausch said that last year we took in about $9,000.00 and we will only need to come up with about $20,000.00.  The clerk said we still need to keep up with the maintenance that we do down there now, so we can’t count on the $9,000.00.  Stutzman, head of Finance said that he feels we should apply for the grants, and if later we find out we can’t come up with our share amount, we give the grant back.  Weller also feels the same way, but voiced his concern about putting in hydrants due to trailers backing into them.  Rausch said that we would have to put up some kind of ballads to stop them from backing over them.  Rausch said that he cut what the Wally Baums pay for the next three years by $500.00, due to them doing some electric work at the Grove.  The Mayor said that maybe we should contact the churches in the area that use it for a donation to help with the improvements.  Weller also informed Rausch that he is incharge of the Land Buildings & Insurance, and he would like to be informed and it also is run through his committee.  Schrock also voiced his concern that things need to be run through committees now more than in the past.
