Sugarcreek Village Council met in regular session on Monday February 1, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers with Mayor Jeremiah Johnson presiding.

Visitors: Lavon Daugherty, Ken Mobley, Chris Chrifield, Amber Miller, Kevin Kaser, Richard Rausch, Cheryll Shireman, Tami Polen, Linda Krupa, Jim Harrison, Arnie Klaiber, Freeman Mullet, Francis Staub, Bev Keller, Zach Lint, Ron Atkinson, and Paula Miller.

Roll Call: Jeff Stutzman, Clayton Weller, Linda Wilson, Mick Fanning, Arlen Hostetler, and Jeff Schrock.

Agenda: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the agenda.  There were none so the agenda stood as typed.

Minutes: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes from the regular council meeting. There were none so the minutes stood as typed.  The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes from the special meeting.  There were none so the minutes stood as typed.

Expenditures: Weller asked about the Display Sales on the Christmas lights for downtown, he said that in the past the Businessmen paid for the lights, so the clerk will send the bill to them.  Schrock questioned why there were more Muskingum Water taxes then what we had last year.  Schrock made a motion to pay list of bills, submitted by the Clerk-Treasurer, second by Wilson. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Reports: Hostetler made a motion to accept the reports, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Library Grant: Polen and Krupa, were here to represent the local library to explain about the Library Partnership Mini Grant, youth driven the library received.  They are looking for a site to post the map for the walking path.  The Mayor suggested they locate it behind the Fire Station.  This grant is geared towards the teens, and they will also have children’s events. Schrock made a motion to endorse the project, second by Fanning. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried. 

Village Administrator: Rausch stated that the street department has fixed the hole in the road at the corner of Dover Rd and Factory, in the gateway project, with cold mix for now. Rausch also reported that he has met out at the Gateway with ODOT for the trip light, and there are still some problems they are working on.

Harrison passed out his year end report to the council with some review, and no questions.

Hostetler asked permission for the Rotary to use the village property on April 9th, 2010.  The announcement also was made that the Citizen’s meeting will be on Monday February 8th at 7:00 p.m.  Hostetler also informed all those effective that they should be responsible for informing their representative.

Finance, Personnel, & Audit: Stutzman informed the rest of council that his committee met on January 25th and interviewed for the position of Village Income Tax Administrator.  The recommendation for the position that came out of the meeting was Amber Miller.  Schrock made a motion to hire Amber Miller, with full salary for the year, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.

Estate of Delmar Youngen: Weller asked why Youngen was listed on the Agenda for the meeting, and Rausch said that it was for a request of half of the tap fee for putting in a $950.00 water tap from the Cherry Ridge allotment to the Firman Ridge development, and in an agreement.  We now are waiting on information from the attorney handling the Youngen’s accounts.

Streets, Water, & Sewer: Fanning reported that Cappon, the Sewer Superintendent, wanted permission to attend three classes this year for his licenses for 2010 and 2011, for a cost of $855.00.  The Mayor said that Rausch could give the permission.  

Clemens-Nelson: Rausch said that he has gotten some job descriptions back for more information and also has a job description for the Clerk and Deputy Clerk to fill out.

Chrifield asked Schrock to explain what he meant by having more Muskingum Water bills, and Schrock said that they had 27 lots and it has increased to 34, but will see why.

Zach Lint reported that he has tried to contact the Mayor and Administrator, to set up a time to show them how to update the web site, and this will have to be done this week.  

Weller asked how the SCADA System is going and Rausch said that they are now working with the Telephone Company because of 2 or 3 lines into the plants.

Having no further business Weller made a motion to adjournment, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.
