Sugarcreek Village Council met in regular session on Monday April 19, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers with Mayor Jeremiah Johnson presiding.

Roll Call: Mick Fanning, Arlen Hostetler, Jeff Schrock, Jeff Stutzman, Clayton Weller, and Linda Wilson.

Agenda: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the agenda. There were none so the agenda stood as typed.

Minutes: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes. There were none so the minutes stood as typed.

Expenditures: Schrock made a motion to pay list of bills, submitted by the Clerk-Treasurer, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Reports: Wilson made a motion to accept the reports, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Executive Session: Stutzman called for an executive session for personnel issues, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried. Time 7:05 Mayor and Solicitor were invited.  At about 8:15 Mayor asked Clerk to attend session.  Clerk returned before rest of members.  Council resumed at 8:45.

The Solicitor presented an ordinance to the Mayor for the flood plain in its final form. 

Communications, Public, Relations, and Econ: Hostetler announced that the next Citizen’s Advisory would be meeting on May 11th at 7:00 at the Village Hall.

Parks, Rec, Swimming Pool, Refuse, and Recy: Wilson reported that there was a meeting prior to the council meeting and they recommended that the village will pay for 200 camp sites this year, through the Health Department. Wilson also said that they are looking at different things this year for the summer recreation program.  Possibly a track & field day, swimming, or other things.  

Safety: Schrock reported that they held a meeting at the Police Station and viewed the weapons that we exchanged our weapons for. Chief Kaser told them that the officers have to qualify with the weapons to put them into service.

            Fire:  Chief Harrison talked about the fire grant that will be coming for an amount close to $77,000.00 

            from FEMA.  They will be purchasing 12 turnout gear and air packs. Harrison would like to do some

            more work with Vera Gatshall on another grant for radios that the fire department could use.  Schrock

            made a motion to permit Harrison to contact her at a cost of $600.00, second by Fanning. Vote record-

            ed. Yea 6, Motion carried.  

            Street, Water, & Sewer: Fanning said the Sewer Plant was having problems with their bearings to run 

            the clarifiers.  Schrock made a motion to permit Cappon to purchase bearings for $12,000.00 or less,

            second by Hostetler. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried. 

Ken Mobley passed out the Times Reporter article from last Thursday, and pointed out that in there it

stated that we will save $29,000.00 with the lay off of the Street Department employee, but he said we  

will have to pay unemployment also. Ken also feels that we could get qualified people, Charlie Klein would be interested again in being on the Board of Public Affairs. He also said that we would not have to hire a Utilities Director since we now have two superintendents. 

Dick Marshall said that he expected more from you gentlemen, the way you handle personnel, you need to go back and think about it. Marshall said that we have now become the laughing stock of the county, what is going on.  Someone needs to take the bull by the horns not underhanded in resolving problems.  As a group we have witness tonight things being miss handled, embarrassing.  A women coming out of session upset, and what is the secret she’s a public employee what are you afraid of.  Tell us what is going on, you work for us. The Mayor said when we have done a full investigation we will tell you then.  We elected you to be open. The solicitor said that council has the right to do this as an investigation to better the village. Keith Rathbun questioned whether it was moral or ethical to do this, and there was no response. Jeff Raynor said this was unethical to the person involved. You people are in a leadership roll, but I didn’t like seeing this for my first council meeting, when I feel like this is a wonderful community. Lavon Daugherty asked if this was a council decision to come into look for item on the computer and asked who was involved.  The ones involved were the Mayor, Jeff Stutzman, and Amber Miller. This was never brought to the personnel committee or voted on.

The Clerk said that she did not feel it was right for them to come in and not let her know what they were doing.  Crilow said that she would have come in and answered any questions they had.  Crilow also informed the residents that she did not take any money, and she said that she feels that the Village Tax Administrator Amber Miller is doing a good job, and that she even recommended her for the position.  She said that going behind her back was wrong. The auditors were here from the last week in December until the third week in March, and if they thought there was any problems that was the time to ask questions, but the Mayor was only in about 3 or 4 hours total all that time. Crilow ended by saying that she knew that there was an ordinance drawn up about making her position a fiscal officer, and wanted to know when it was going to be brought up.

The amounts that were brought up were a $107,000.00 shortage in the General Fund, and the State did an Audit where $604,000.00 was miss appropriated in the audit before. The comment was made that they should have hired someone to come in, and not on a Saturday.  

Ordinance #10-1960 Titled: ORDINANCE ADOPTING SPECIAL PURPOSE FLOOD DAMAGE REDUCTION REGAULATIONS FOR THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO was read for the first time.

Having no further business Hostetler made a motion to adjournment, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.
