Roll Call: Mick Fanning, Arlen Hostetler, Jeff Schrock, Jeff Stutzman, Clayton Weller, and Linda Wilson.

Agenda: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the agenda. There were none so the agenda stood as typed.

Minutes: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes. There were none so the minutes stood as typed.

Expenditures: Weller asked if we purchased another rim for the front-end loader, and the Mayor said yes. Weller made a motion to pay list of bills, submitted by the Clerk-Treasurer, second by Schrock. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.

Reports: Schrock made a motion to accept the reports, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Mayor:  The Mayor announced that he had met with the employees, that could make it at 3:00 on Monday, to let them know where we stood financially.  Rausch is working with the Solicitor on flood plain FEMA updates, so the people in the village can buy flood insurance. The updates should be ready and presented at the next meeting.  

Jim Harrison announced that the Firemen through VFIS requires them to take training, including CPR training this month, with 5 people interested @ $25.00 a piece.  Weller made a motion to permit the firemen to attend, second by Schrock. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried. Harrison also reported that the concrete in front of the Fire Station is cracking more then when it was before. 

Finance, Personnel, & Audit: Stutzman reported that his committee met before the council meeting and recommended to council that the Police Department purchase 2 (new used) cruisers, with the contingent out come of the auction, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

Parks, Rec, Swimming Pool, Relations, and Economic: Wilson announced there would be a meeting on April 19th, at 6:45 p.m. at the Village Hall.

Safety: Schrock announced that there would be a meeting on April 19th, at 5:45 at the Police Station, to look at the new weapons we exchanged. 

Ken Mobley asked the Mayor to answer a question he had, with that being if we still had the Board of Public Affairs in stead of the Village Administrator would we not save $42,000.00. And then he wanted the council members to also respond. Some of the responses were that we would be going backwards, we would still be responsible for unemployment to the Village Administrator.  We would also not have anyone to make a split decision if something were to come up, also the point was brought up that the Board of Public Affairs are only over Water/Sewer, who would be over Streets.  The Mayor said that eliminating that job will not save the village any money having to pay for them to attend meetings.  The Mayor said that down the road you will not be considered have a year of service in if you make under $10,000.00 per year.  Other responses were that some council members would like to see the figures on paper and whey options.

Wilson moved to adopt Ordinance #10-1957 as an emergency, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1958 Titled:  AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR OF THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO TO TAKE BIDS AND SELL VARIOUS ITEMS, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the first time.  Schrock moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.  Hostetler moved to adopt Ordinance #10-1958 as an emergency, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1959 Titled: AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR OF THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO, TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT FOR REPAIRS OF VILLAGE WATER WELL #3 IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORC 735.051, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the first time.  Weller moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Fanning. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.  Schrock moved to adopt Ordinance #10-1959 as an emergency, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6, Motion carried.

It was announced that the Solicitor will be out of town April 16th, 17th, 18th & 19th, so if anyone has something to be done for the next meeting, contact him before this.  

Having no further business Weller made a motion to adjournment, second by Stutzman. Vote recorded: Yea 6. Motion carried.
