Sugarcreek Village Council met in regular session on Monday May 17, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. in council chambers with Mayor Jeremiah Johnson presiding.

Visitors:  Ken Mobley, Chief Kaser, Richard Rausch, Bev Keller, Ron Atkinson,  Doug Frautschy, Arnie Klaiber,  Paula Miller, Chris Chrifield, Dave Ely, Jessica Edgan, Walt Wilson, and Matt Miller.

Roll Call: Linda Wilson, Mick Fanning, Arlen Hostetler, Jeff Schrock, Jeff Stutzman (Absent), and Clayton Weller.

Agenda: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the agenda. There were none so the agenda stood as typed.

Minutes: The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes. There were none so the minutes stood as typed.

Expenditures: The question was asked as to Graphic Enterprise, we only paid for the extra copies we made, due to the charge to us for copies over the contract amount to be three cents. Hostetler asked why the large phone bill, and the Mayor said that was due to the new contract being about 1 ½ month’s worth of bills.  The next bill should be in the $400.00 range. Hostetler made a motion to pay list of bills, submitted by the Clerk-Treasurer, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Reports: Schrock made a motion to accept the reports, second by Fanning. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

The Mayor said that he and the Administrator met with W.E. Quicksall & Associates and we will be responsible for the repairs to the Gateway Project, but we could get some help through ODOT in the amount of $2,400.00.  The amount of repairs should not be more than $7,000.00 to $9,000.00 total. The Mayor said that maybe we should look into suing E.G & G., because the contractors only went by the specks they received from them.  Hostetler asked who authorized the work to be done out at the Gateway, and the Administrator said that he did, with a reply I don’t think you wanted to have a hole out there in the middle of the intersection.  The Mayor questioned Hostetler as if he had any problems with that, and Hostetler said he was only asking questions.

Village Administrator: Rausch said that he would like to clarify that he feels that the Street, Water, and Sewer have done a great job with the budgets so far this year. All three are below budget and feels they should be congratulated on that accomplishment. The Rausch wanted the local Budget newspaper to know that what they reported on May 5th was incorrect with the article they wrote on the savings of the heat in the floor of the new building built at the Sewer Plant.  Rausch said that the savings would be $120.00 per month in the winter months and not quite $120.00 in the other months which will pay for itself in the next 5 years.

Finance, Personnel, & Audit: With Stutzman not present Schrock read a letter that Stutzman wrote pertaining to moving all funds for the fire department into the Fire Fund. Schrock said that at the meeting on May 10, the committee voted to have the Solicitor draw up an Ordinance to do this. The Fire Department knows that going forward they will also then be responsible for the upkeep of the utilities and building from that fund also.  Schrock made this in the form of a motion, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Lands, Buildings & Insurance: Weller asked for a meeting for Thursday May 20, at 3:30 at the Village Hall.

Street, Water, & Sewer: Fanning made a motion to permit Miller the Street Supertendients to get a PO out of State Highway for road salt in the amount of $9,000.00, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.  Fanning said that the Street Department is also asking for a asphalt roller in the amount of $8,600.00, the Water Plant needs to remove and replace the filter media at a cost of $19,398.00, which will be placed in Finance.  The last item Fanning made a motion to permit Levco to do the street stipping in the Village for cross walks and parking lots at a cost of $3,100.00, second by Schrock. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Weller asked the Administrator how we are coming with the #3 well, and Rausch said they haven’t started on that yet.  

Weller said that he has been approchached by some residents up on Shane Dr. that people are starting to use that Drive to avoid the light at the square, and would like to see the Village install 2 speed bumps there for a safety issue.  Weller put this in the form of a motion, second by Fanning. Vote recorded: Yea 5., Motion carried.

The questioned was asked where we stood with the Records and Retention Schedule, and the Solicitor said that it is in the hands of the Ohio Historical Society, and the Mayor will also follow up with this issue.

Wilson asked where we stood with bringing back Kyle Chupp, and the Mayor said that he had talked to him late Sunday night, and he would be working 25 hours per week as needed. Wilson wanted to know why we were not bring him back to a full-time status and they said for now they feel that 25 hours per week is enough. Hostetler said that as he read in his handbook it states that the Mayor and Administrator can make that decision, but council should actually vote on it. After further discussion the Solicitor and Mayor read in the handbook that the Mayor can hire without council’s vote, and that Hostetler did not have the updated pages to see this.

Schrock reported that Bob Huprich would be putting up a bronze flagpole with a plaque, with the help from the Legion members, in memory of his father Robert Huprich on Memorial Day.

Ron Atkinson had a question pertaining to the firestation and the upkeep of the building and utilities.  He wanted to know if the Council was going to reimburse the Fire Department for the facility when it is being used for different events.  The Mayor said that it is not that we will not help if necessary, but for now they will be on their own.  Harrison is aware of this and when the Swiss Valley Ambulance it at the station now, the lights are always on anyway.

Ordinance #10-1961 Titled: AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE TUSCARAWAS COUNTY TAX INCENTIVE REVIEW COUNCIL IN REGARD TO ENTERPRISE ZONE AGREEMENTS AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the second time. Weller moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Wilson. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried. Schrock made a motion to adopt as an emergency Ordinance #10-1961, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1962 Titled: PROVIDING FOR THE INTRAFUND TRANSFER OF FUNDS OF THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the first time.

Schrock moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Weller, Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried. Hostetler made a motion to adopt as an emergency Ordinance #10-1962, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1963 Titled: APPROPTIATING AND ALLOCATING VARIOUS FUNDS RECEIVED BY THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the first time. Schrock moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Fanning, Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.  Weller made a motion to adopt as an emergency Ordinance #10-1963, second by Wilson. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1964 Titled: APPROPRIATING AN ALLOCATING VARIOUS FUNDS RECEIVED BY THE VILLAGE OF SUGARCREEK, OHIO, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was read for the first time.  Wilson moved suspension of the rules that requires an ordinance to be read on three different days, second by Schrock. Vote recorded; Yea 5, Motion carried.  Schrock made a motion to adopt as an emergency Ordinance #10-1964, second by Weller. Vote recorded: Yea 5, Motion carried.

Ordinance #10-1965 Titled: A RESOLUTION (ORDINANCE) REQUESTING THE COUNTY AUDITOR TO CERTIFY THE TOTAL CURRENT TAX VALUATION AND THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF REVENUE TO BE GENERATED BY A TAX OF TWO (2) MILLS was read for the first time.

Having no further business Weller made a motion to adjournment, second by Fanning. Vote recorded: Yea 5. Motion carried.
